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New Rules on Smoke Detectors Take Effect  
April 1st, 2010 

 
All new smoke detectors and all existing smoke detectors and all existing smoke detectors 

which are being replaced must be a Dual-sensor Smoke Detector.  In order to meet the definition of 
dual-sensor, the detector must: 

 
1. Have both a photoelectric and ionization sensor installed, or 
2. Two sensors installed, at least one of which detects smoke and one of which detects other hazards 

such as heat or carbon monoxide.
